Death by 'stupidity’

‘James Robertson born January 1785 died
16th June 1848 aged 63 years. He was a
peaceable quiet man; and to all appearances
a sincere Christian. His death was very
much regretted which was caused by the
stupidity of Laurence Tulloch in Clotharter



who sold him nitre instead of Epsom salts by
which he was killed in the space of 3 hours
after a dose of it.'

‘About the beginning of this month there
was a child born by an Barbara Hervie a
malefactor who about Martinmas last had
given poison in a drink of warm small ale to
her husband John Tod who lived in
